The Missouri Gazette in St. Louis on July 12, 

1808, and began the first chapter of Missouri 

newspaper history. 

     The State Historical Societyôs MoHIP Theater 

(Missouri History in Performance Theater) will 

perform the play, written by Boonville playwright 

Mary Barile, which is drawn from actual        

Missouri newspapers published between 1808 

and 1858. 

     Folk Musicians Cathy Barton and Dave Para 

will begin the activities at 7 pm and perform    

vocals and instrumentals of the period throughout 

the production.                    
     Tickets will be available at the door, $5 for 

adults, $2.50 for children under age 10. 

     Immediately following the performance, the 

Friends of Historic Boonville invite the public to 

enjoy birthday cake and punch with the cast 

members at an on stage reception.

     The stage of Thespian Hall will play host to 

the comic play, Sleuth, August 8 and 9.  Sleuth, 

which ran on Broadway for over 1,000            

performances, was the winner of the 1971 Tony 

Award for Best Play.  It was later made into an 

Academy Award-nominated film, starring    

Laurence Olivier and Michael Caine.  In 2007, it 

was remade with Jude Law and Michael Caine. 

     Matt Saltzberg and Ryan McNeil bring this 

thrilling whodunnit of disguise and intrigue to our 

local stage.  Matt holds a BA and MA in Theatre 

Arts and is currenty an instructor in the theatre 

department at MU.  Ryan is a native of Columbia, 

recent graduate of MU, and has participated in 

numerous productions in the area.  FOHB vice 

president and MU Theatre Ph.D candidate, Mary 

Barile introduced Matt and Ryan to Thespian 

Hall and sparked their interest to bring SLEUTH 

to our unique theatre.
